Meanwhile, the Slater Boys soccer team shutout East Stroudsburg North
12-0 yesterday.

Shutouts were in vogue Friday at the Slater girls tennis team recorded a
5-0 win over Notre Dame of East Stroudsburg.

The Bangor football team came within one touchdown of a shutout,
beating Palisades 36-8. Bangor led 36-0 in third quarter when the Pirates
scored their only points of the contest.

The Slaters took an early 2-0 lead on a safety in the first quarter before
senior quarterback Greg Campbell threw a 27-yard touchdown pass to
Riley Stapp for a 9-0 lead.

Campbell and Stapp combined twice more for touchdowns, the last a 29-
yard throw on the final play of the half.

Campbell also completed a touchdown pass to Max Siu for his fourth of
the game.

Nosh Hillis scored on a one-yard run in he third quarter for the final
score of the night.

Campbell’s four touchdown passes in a game fell two short of the record
of 6 held jointly by Jason Marracinni (1994 vs Pen Argyl) and Steve
Menhennitt (1969 vs Pocono Mountain)

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Too Much Screen Time For Kids
Linked To Heart Issues Later In Life

Plonking kids in front of the TV for hours on end paves the way for heart
attacks and strokes in later life, warns a new study.

Researchers found being a couch potato between childhood and young
adulthood is

Dr Andrew Agbaje of the University of Eastern Finland, said: “All those
hours of screen time in young people add up to a heavier heart, which we
know from studies in adults raises the likelithood of heart attack and stroke.

“Children and teenagers need to move more to protect their long-term health.

“Children were sedentary for more than six hours a day and this increased by
nearly three hours a day by the time they reached young adulthood.

“Our study indicates that the accumulation of inactive time is related to heart
damage regardless of body weight and blood pressure.

“Parents should encourage children and teenagers to move more by taking
them out for a walk and limiting time spent on social media and video games.

“As Martin Luther King Jr. once said, ‘If you can’t fly, run. If you can’t run,
walk. If you can’t walk, crawl. But by all means, keep moving.””

Researchers used data from one of the world’s largest cohorts, tracking kids
from 1990.

It was the first study to investigate sedentary time’s cumulative effect on the
heart. The test group included 766 children, 55 percent of whom were girls.

Inn Traces Roots to

Johnsonville Inn has a rich and robust history dating back to 1848 when Jacob and Diana
Stier bought the land from George and Elizabeth Beck. While the land was eventually sold
to their son, Phillip in 1863, it was not until 1874 that Phillip’s brother, William Gould Stier
would build The Constitution House on the property.

In 1889, the Constitution House was sold to Lewis Franklin Reimer who then renamed it
the Johnsonville House. After the passing of Reimer in 1939, his grandson Ockey took over
the Inn in 1941.

In 1976, the property was purchased and renamed the Red Geranium Country Inn until
1980 when Dan and Ethel Paolini took over the Inn. Danet’s Red Geranium Country Inn was
a local staple until Dan’s passing in 2008.

The Inn changed ownership a few times between 2012 and 2015 until finally landing in
the hands of Ed and Donna Curry in 2019. With renovations to bring it into the future, while
looking back fondly to the past, it was renamed Johnsonville Inn in 2023.

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Pennsylvania's School Bus
Stopping Law

Motorists must stop at least 10 feet away from school buses
that have their red lights flashing and stop arm extended.
Motorists must stop when they are behind a bus, meeting the
bus or approaching an intersection where a bus is stopped.
Motorists following or traveling alongside a school bus must
also stop until the red lights have stopped flashing, the stop
arm is withdrawn, and all children have reached safety.
If physical barriers such as grassy medians, guide rails or
concrete median barriers separate oncoming traffic from the
bus, motorists in the opposing lanes may proceed without
stopping.
Do not proceed until all the children have reached a place of
safety.
Penalties for violating Pennsylvania's
School Bus Stopping Law include:

$250 fine
