Parking of
Recreational Vehicles ,

§ 103-26. Time limit for parking on public property. States: The parking
of a recreational vehicle upon any public property, including public streets,
for any period of time in excess of 72 consecutive hours is prohibited. The
consecutive hours shall not be considered broken or terminated unless
the recreational vehicle shall have been removed from public property,
including public streets, for a period of 48 consecutive hours.

Recreational Vehicle is defined as:

The single-axle or multiple-axle structure mounted on wheels or otherwise

capable of being made mobile for the purpose of travel or recreation
and shall include, but not be limited to, travel trailers, mobile homes,
tent trailers, boat trailers, home trailers and any trailers used to transport
snowmobiles.

Please note that due to increased violations, public concern and parking
congestion the Slate Belt Regional Police Department will begin to cite
these types of vehicles beginning 6/26/2023
